Family Service of Morris County (FSMC) was founded in 1813 to help widows and children suffering from the impact of the War of 1812.  Nearly 200 years later, FSMC is again building on its roots with an innovative program to meet the needs of men and women, and their families, who are going through a military deployment, who have an impending deployment, or those who have recently returned home.  
Those who served and those who love them are courageous people, but may at times need some support from community resources to help them with a difficult set of challenges.
Our program is a non-governmental initiative where a licensed therapist is available to listen to what the veteran and the family needs and offer therapeutic support, as well as hands on assistance in connecting to needed services at Family Service and in the community. 
Free therapy is provided by a Licensed Clinical Social worker that is also himself a veteran. This is offered to Morris County families of actively deployed service members in all branches of the military, including reservists and National Guard. We also serve veterans returning home from recent deployment. Financial assistance is also available to veterans and families in Morris County during deployment and upon recently coming home.
Services are provided by Family Service of Morris County, with assistance from a Military Families and Veterans Advisory Committee consisting of representatives from the Picatinny Arsenal, NJ National Guard Family Programs, Morris County Chamber of Commerce, VA Vet Centers, American Red Cross, and UMDNJ-UBHC/NJDMAVA New Jersey Veterans Helpline Program. United Way of Morris County is also a proud supporter of this program. Services provided by our staff are free, however some referral sources provided to families may charge fees.
